3. What was the ephod mentioned in 23:6? What was it for? (See Ex. 28)

4. In 23:16, what does Jonathan do for David? What did that mean? See
this phrase again in 30:6. Can you do that for a friend, too? If so, how?
Contrast Jonathan here to his father in his attitude about the kingdom.

5. Eli, like Saul, was disqualified and punished by God. How did he
respond? (I Sam 3).

6. What does the Bible say about revenge and justice? Find at least 3
verses for each, including both Old and New Testament passages.
