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Intensive Study Questions
1. What does Genesis 2:18-25 say about marriage? What do you think are some key

words and why?

2. Define covenant. Using a concordance look up COVENANT and identify some
covenants in the Bible. Who were the involved parties and what was the purpose of
the covenant? How is the marriage covenant a picture of Jesus and the church?
(consider Ephesians 5:22-33)

3. Read Malachi 2:10-16 and make some observations as to why adultery is a sin that
was singled out in the Ten Commandments. What was happening then? Although
adultery is not mentioned, what does this say about marriage?

4. Read Proverbs 6:20-7:27. What are some words describing those that practice
adultery? How else might you describe adultery? Find biblical support for your answer.

5. Ezekiel 16: 8-14 is a metaphor of God’s relationship to Jerusalem and the people. As
we think about adultery, what do you notice? What are some ways we commit
adultery towards God?(also consider Matt. 15:19)

6. What biblical characters committed adultery, if any? Were there consequences for
their actions?

7. Remind yourself what forgiveness looks like. Find a verse about forgiveness and
memorize it!
